The Partido da Social Democracia Brasileira (Brazilian Social Democracy Party) was founded on June 25, 1988, to unite diverse political groups, such as social democrats, progressive liberals, Christian democrats, and democratic socialists. The PSDB is considered a moderate liberal party.
The PSDB came about from the same philosophy of those that created the Workers’ Party (PT), but both groups of intellectuals were unable to comprise with each other. Many of the founding members of the PSDB broke away from the historic Partido Movimento Democratico Brasileiro (PMDB), dissatisfied with the results of the 1988 Constitutional Assembly. Founding Members include: José Serra, who ran and lost for president against Luís Inácio Lula da Silva in 2002 General Elections; Franco Montoro (Governor of São Paulo State 1982-1986); Mário Covas (Governor of São Paulo State 1994-2001); Fernando Henrique Cardoso (President of Brazil 1994-2002); Aécio Neves (Governor of Minas Gerais State 2002-present), and Geraldo Alckmin (Governor of São Paulo State 2001-2006).

The PSDB has grown faster than any other party in Brazil. President Fernando Henrique Cardoso’s two terms (1994-1998, 1998-2002) were seen as a time of political stability coupled with privatization and neoliberal structural reforms. The PDSB is one of the largest political parties in Brazil. The party is often associated with the “Third Way” movement, rejecting populism as well as authoritarianism, as well as orthodox neoliberalism and obsolete statism.
In the last legislative elections, 6 October 2002, the party won 71 out of 513 seats in the Chamber of Deputies and 11 out of 81 seats in the Federal Senate. In the last presidential election, also in 2002, the PSDB candidate, José Serra, came second in the first round. In the run-off he lost, with 38.7 percent of the votes, to Luiz Inácio Lula da Silva. The party currently holds 15 seats in the Geraldo Alckmin resigned as governor of the state of São Paulo to run as the party's candidate for the 2006 presidential election. 
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
