The Christian Social Democrat Party (Partido Social Democrata Cristão, PSDC) arose from members of the Christian Democrat Party (Partido Democrata Cristão, PDC) in 1995, under the leadership of Deputy José Maria Eymael. It became an officially recognized party two years later, in 1997. The party’s objective is to fuse Christian Democracy with social justice.
In 1998, the PSDC ran Eymael, as their presidential candidate. Four years later, the party advanced from winning not only municipal elections, but state and federal ones as well, with the election of a federal deputy in Rio de Janeiro State, and state deputies in the states of Acre, Amazonas, Goiás, and Pernambuco. The PSDC threw its support behind Lula in the second round of the 2002 presidential elections, although it opted not to participate in the Government. Today, the PSDC is the 13th largest Brazilian political party (out of 29).
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
