The Social Liberal Party (Partido Social Liberal) is a liberal party in Brazil created in 1996. At the last legislative elections, on October 2002, the party won 1 out of 513 seats in the Chamber of Deputies and no seats in the Senate. Luciano Bivar, a former federal deputy and national president of the party, is running for presidency in the 2006 elections.
The party defends the market economy and proposes the implementation the implementation of a unique federal tax, Imposto único Federal (IUF), which would replace all the others taxes paid to the Federal Government. 
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
