WASHINGTON, D.C.—Woodrow Wilson Center President and Director Lee H. Hamilton today announced the formation of a Mexico Institute to focus attention on Mexico and U.S.-Mexico relations. The Mexico Institute will host conferences, seminars, and workshops; carry out a major study of U.S.-Mexico relations; publish timely analyses of the bilateral relationship; and sponsor public policy scholars.  

Hamilton has named a distinguished Advisory Board for the Mexico Institute with leaders from the private sector, academia, and public life.  The Advisory Board, chaired by Roger Wallace, chairman and CEO, Investamex and José Antonio Fernández, chairman and CEO, FEMSA, met today for the first time to inaugurate the Institute. They will provide direction to the Institute’s work and to its fundraising efforts. 

The Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars is the living, national memorial to President Wilson established by Congress in 1968 and headquartered in Washington, D.C. The Center establishes and maintains a neutral forum for free, open, and informed dialogue. It is a nonpartisan institution, supported by public and private funds and engaged in the study of national and world affairs.
