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U.S. helps Turkey 
The United States is commendably engaged in helping resolve the decades-old division of Cyprus, eliminating the Greek-Turkish military tripwire and facilitating Turkey's negotiations to join the European Union early next year. The success of Turkey's long-term Europeanization project is critical to President Bush's strategic goal of transforming the Middle East and the broader Muslim world toward liberalism, the rule of law and full human and civil rights for all citizens. 

Turkey's increasingly democratic secularism is expected to inspire its neighbors to reject fascism, tyranny and extremist fundamentalism. 
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
