     1.  In the recent report on the covername "ENORMOZ" etc., 
New York - Moscow messages of 1944 innlnnnnnnn were quoted in  
which an individual called LIBERAL was depicted as acting as 
an intermediary between a person or persons that has worked 
on ENORMOZ and the originators of the messages.  In message 1340 
[752] of 21 [20] September, signed by MAY, the ENORMOZ man 
seems to be named CHESTER, although there is also mention of 
a VOLOK (?) working at the ENORMOZ plant.  In message 1773 
[967] of 16 [15] December, signed by ANTON (?), the ENORMOZ 
man is called something like KALIBR.  (KALIBR might, of course,  
be a covername later assigned to CHESTER -- or VOLOK.) 
 
     2.  Recent work on messages involving LIBERAL, stimulated 
by the results of the work on the ENORMOZ messages, has re- 
sulted in new readings of possible intelligence value.  So  
much can now be known about LIBERAL and his wife and friends  
that it would seem possible to identify him.  Translations of 
the messages involved, excluding the ENORMOZ ones, follow with  
explanatory comment. 
 
     3.  In the interesting message 700 on changes in cover- 
names (New York - Moscow 1252 [700] of 2 September 1944), 
translated in the first report of this series, LIBERAL's 
earlier covername is given.

It is 
represented by a single code group (plus adjectival ending). 
It/is a feminine  adjective, probably agreeing with the sub- 
stantive  PARTIYA  (party).  In this it is like the coverword 
for the  Australian  Communist Party in Canberra messages,  
BRATSKAYA  (the Brotherly,  the Fraternal).  The form ZEMLIA- 
CHESKAYA  is not directly  attested, but is rendered most  
likely by the fact that it must begin with ZEMLIACH... and 
must be capable of taking the accusative singular ending UYU. 
 
         ZEMLIACHESKOY is defined in Ushakov's Tolkovoy Slovar' 
Russkovo Yazuika as the adjective to ZEMLIACHESTVO, which is 
designated "historical" and defined as an organization uniting 
(university) students from the same region with the aim of 
mutual help of a material and cultural nature.  Here, however,  
it serves simply as the adjective to the coverwords for male 
and female U.S. Communists, ZEMLIAK and ZEMLIACHKA.* 
 
         The inclusion of a "historical" term in the code book 
strongly indicates that the choice of the coverword preceded 
the issuance of the book.  A similar consideration holds for 
the value KARFAGEN (Carthage), the covername for Washington, D.C.

Recently enough 
context has been recovered to suggest a possible link between 
ENORMOZ and war-time nuclear fission research.  The point of 
connection is message 1773 of 16 December 1944, in which  
first a man definitely connected with ENORMOZ is being talked  
about and then, after a gap of ten group, there is talk of  
OPPENHEIM and KISTIAKOWSKI.  The gap may conceal some indica- 
tion of a change of subject; but the possibility that ENORMOZ 
is connected with the work of Oppenheim and Kistiakowski is 
too strong to be dismissed without comment.

The early history of compartmentalization of the nnnnnnnnLnnnnn problem 
can be summarized as a gradual tightening up.  In the beginning no special 
treatment was given nnnnn.  Achievements in it could become known to any 
worker in the nnn branch, working as a unit in a single area, with all 
systems in an xxxxxxx inseparable cryptographic relation to each other. 
Besides, achievements were reported to personnel and associates, both those 
who had a right to know of them and mere busybodies who perhaps considered 
themselves consultants at large for all nnn. 
 

The fact that the G-2 liaison man Howard Barkey heard that there was 
something interesting going on in nMnnn without having been officially 
informed shows that this sort of knowledge might have been picked up almost 
anywhere in the nKn 
 
     On the other hand, Gardner realized from near the beginning that the 
contents of nnnnn text would be so sensational that it would be hard to 
control talk about them, and Dr. Dubberstein directed that unusual discretion 
be exercised.  BARKEY’s interest was recognized as proper, though thought 
(perhaps incorectly) to be premature and disruptive of the technical work; 
he took some material to Col. Carter Clarke. 
 
     From here on, in general, each tightening up followed upon disclosures 
or leaks that were proper or inevitable enough at the stage of compartmenta- 
tion in effect when they occurred.  It is, unfortunately, all but impossible  
to recover the names of all persons who in the course of normal procedure 
were given some kind of insight into the nature of nnnnn texts. 
 
     Collateral intelligence had to be secured, and thus such persons as  
John J. Larkin (later formally indoctrinated), Major Pratt (of G-2) who  
found invaluable documents, and a man doing liaison with ASA and the 
Department of State (name not remembered) got a clue to the material. 
 
     The Navy at one point would have been the regular recipient of reports 
on all nnnJn progress, and thus, for example, a Navy officer named Carl 
looked the work over and even took notes back on one or two texts. ASA had  
no control over such information once it was imparted; no understanding 
was reached until September 1948. 
 
     On 30 August 1947 WDGAS-93 issued what was called “I.D. Special ANALYSIS 
Report #1:  Covernames in Diplomatic Traffic (nnnnnnn)” (dittoed with the 
following distribution.

     However, after the appearance of this report, it was decided on a high 
level that security could b e better served by not issuing dittoed reports, 
but rather by communicating interesting leads to Col. Hayes for transmittal 
to Col Forncy of others who could advantageously exploit them.  Such leads 
were communicated from time to time over the following year, and collateral in 
return was routed through Col Hayes to Mr. Gardner.  Some from the FBI came 
in as early as September 1947, and in May, July and August 1948.  By this 
time it was amply plain that the FBI was the logical recipient of nnnnn 
material of the type until then chiefly exploited; hence direct liaison 
with that agency through Robert Joseph Lamphere was established on 19 October 
1948 at a meeting between Col Hayes, Mr. Rowlett, Mr. Kirby and Mr. Gardner 
of ASA and Mr. Reynolds and Mr. Lamphere of the FBI. 
 
     Just previously, on 6 October 1948, copies of eleven reports on 
Nnnnn (including the I.D. Special Analysis Report #1) had been handed to  
Commander Richard H. Tenney of the U. S. Navy (OP-32Y14).  The handling of 
this material was to be governed by a memorandum of OP-32Y1 of 13 September  
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1948, listing the persons to whom the material was to be made available; 
to these two more names were added by memoranda of Op-322Y1 of 5 October 
1948 and 14 February 1949. 
 
     It was obvious that a considerable part of the nnnnn material 
would interest the CIA, and as has been seen, members of CIA had access 
to certain early reports from at least October 1948.  No satisfactory 
way to channel later specific information to the proper place in CIA 
existed, however, until 1952, when with the help of Mr. Nnnnnnn, by new 
with CIA, direct liaison between Gardner and nnnnnnnnnnnnnnn of CIA 
was arranged for and the security of nnnnn material at CIA was taken 
care of. 
 
     Complete lists of FBI and CIA personnel indoctrinated in nnnnn 
are not available at AFSA, nor is a list available of British subjects 
who are.  It is known that the British surround the handling of 
nnnnn material with rigid safeguards.  Individuals in these three 
categories who have come to AFSA on nnnnn business are given in our 
list.

     1. From the earlier days of nnnnnnnn code-value recovery 
(1947), it was known that several Washington to Moscow 
messages of 29-31 March 1945 began with the stereotype:

The Eighth Section was known to receive political intelligence,  
and the scanty recoveries from the interior of the messages 
confirmed that the contents concerned foreign policy and 
involved Sir Archibald Clark Kerr. 
 
     In December 1948, further work by nnnnnnnnnnnnnnnnnn 
revealed that the contents were telegrams from Churchill, and in 
January 1949 the originals were identified in London. 
 
     It was thought that “G” was probably an arbitrary code 
designation.  When names are abbreviated to their initials, 
in the traffic as far as it was then known the letter is fol- 
lowed by a period (inside the quotation marks, when there are  
quotation marks). Thus there was no reason to connect “G” 
with a person’s name or cover name. 
 
     2. Separately, in the New York to Moscow traffic, a short  
message of 5 September 1944 was partly worked out (probably  
in 1947 and 1948) reading:

fragmentarily recovered.  It revealed that Sergius [SERGEJ]

identification has been made to be sure that GOMMER was the  
same as GOMER, as is now believed. 
 
     4. The link between material “G” and New York to Moscow 
messages was forged in the following manner:  There is in 
the New York to Moscow traffic a six-part message of 2 and 3   #1105-1110 
August 1944. The “matching” messages (the ones enciphered 
with the same two-time additive key) were all in the diffi- 
cult “Greex” (nnnnnnnnn code, and only the most trifling 
fragments have been recovered. 
 
     In August 1950, Mrs. Gray of AFSA recovered two stretches 
which read “work including the personal telegraphic corres 
spondence of Boar [? Churchill] with Captain [Roosevelt]” 
and “weeks ago G. was entrusted with deciphering a confi- 
dential telegram of Boar’s [?] to Captain”.  These recov- 
eries were communicated to the British 11 August 1950, who 
thereupon set up work-sheets for further recovery work.

     1.  Nature of the report.  The present report presents 
a revised translation of the two nnnnnnnn messages, New York- 
Moscow 1251 [internal number 700] of 2 September 1944 and 
1403 [798] of 5 October 1944.  These messages have previously  
been presented in the supplement of the first of these reports. 
 
     2.  Reliability of the form assigned to the names.  The  
form that had been assigned to the various covernames is some- 
times completely confirmed and sometimes subject to various 
degrees of uncertainty. 
 
         a.  The most favorable case is that in which the  
name is spelled with elements occurring elsewhere (other than 
in covernames) as part of an intelligible context, or is 
represented by a single code group so occurring.  Examples: 
AI-DA, LI. 
 
         b.  Less favorable, but still fairly reliable, is 
the case in which the name is spelled with two or more elements, 
some of which do not occur elsewhere.  Since the code is one- 
part, there are thus several individual clues to the spelling 
of the word.  Examples:  KLE-MEN-S, TIU-L'-PAN.  But sometimes 
one element cannot be identified, even though all the others 
are known.  Example:  DO--?--SEN-D.  Here sometimes a garble 
is to blame. 
 
         c.  Least favorable is the case in which the name is  
represented by only one group not occurring except as a  
covername.  Although the code book is one-part, the limitation 
is usually not sufficient to make identification  certain.  If 
the name is repeated to enable the decoder to degarble, one 
may have two competing groups, neither of which can be given 
the preference--a garble having actually occurred.  Example:   
BL--?-- (or BO) of GE. 
 
             In this third case, the translator can either  
replace the uncertain part by a question mark (--?--) or 
suggest a form that experience with the code book and the 
traffic involved (and with related code books) render likely  
or possible.  In a few cases, such suggestions are given with  
only one question mark in the translation below; more often 
two question marks are used to emphasize the speculative 
nature of the form. 
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         Sometimes the omission of question marks can be 
justified, because analogies guarantee the form adopted. 
Thus, the covername KARFAGEN (Carthage) for Washington, D.C.,  
although it normally would not be inserted into any code book,  
must be in the nnnnnnnhnbook, for its code group is in the  
right position for KARFAGEN, while New York is certainly TIR 
(Tyre) and London SIDON.  
 
         But analogy generally fails.  Covernames may be  
perfectly ordinary names, either Christian names or surnames  
(from any language), they may sound like ordinary nicknames 
(Kid, Captain), they may have a conspiratorial air (Signal,  
?Mist?), they may be trivial common nouns, stilted flower  
names or animal names, historical terms (GONETS 'express 
messenger'), literary allusions (SHPONKA; see below), and 
and so on into the most far-fetched and fantastic realms. 
Finally, they may be syllables of no particular meaning, 
any "interpretation" of which might mean taking them too  
seriously (MAR, ELL, ?GE?). 
 
         To take one example, a name falling alphabetically 
between AMI and AN might be AMUR 'Amour' or 'Cupid' (such a  
group might have been included primarily in reference to the  
Amur river), but it might equally well be AMPHIBIYA 'amphibian', 
which occurs in some codes, or indeed just AMO or AMP. 
 
         A word may be added about Russian-'type' surnames.   
In both the messages below, a name for which the form RUIBOLOV  
(or Rybolov) has been suggested occurs.  The translator failed  
To find such a name in available lists of surnames.  But 
Russian-sounding surnames are easy to invent, and it may be 
that the MGB does invent them, following the practice of  
Russian novelists, who have long steered clear of the libel  
laws by such invention.  For example, Tolstoy got the name  
of Prince BOLKONSKOY in War and Peace by a slight alteration 
of the name of Prince Volonsky.

     1. General.  a. The covername Derevnia.  Messages from New York 
                                   ^ 
to Moscow encrypted by the systemn;nnnnnnn occasionally make reference  
 
to a place known as DERÉVNIA.  This word (derived from DÉREVO 'tree; 
 
wood' and cognate with English TREE) means 'the country' (as opposed  
 
to town, Latin RUS), 'a country estate', or 'a village (without a 
 
church)'.  In translations hereafter, to distinguish Country in the 
 
sense of Latin RUS (whence RURAL) from Country in the sense of Latin 
 
TERRA, REGIO (Russian STRANÁ, the covername for the United States), 
 
the word Countryside will be used for the former; hence, Countryside 
 
will refer to Mexico and Country to the U.S.A.  
 
     It is known that DEREVNIA is Mexico because of a series of 
 
messages (not reported on) involving HENRI (Henry).  Thus, on 26 May 
 
1944 we read "HENRI during his stay in DERÉVNIA..."  Then on 14 June there

"our man" (not New York's man, who is HÉNRI, but presumably some

     b. The covername CHETÁ (?).  In order to extricate the text of 
 
the translation as much as possible from a tangle of parentheses and 
 
question marks, it may be well to dispose of the name CHETÁ in the  
 
preliminaries.  CHETÁ means 'pair' or 'couple'.  It is not certain 
 
that the name involved is CHETÁ, but it is certain that it begins with 
 
CHE followed by a consonant no earlier in the Russian alphabet than S, 
 
and ends in A. 
 
     c. The real names.  John Keating (Russian: DZHON KITING) is 
 
presumably John F. Keating, a lawyer of Manhattan Borough.

     David Niles (Russian: D-EWID NAYLS, with the "hard" E) is 
 
identified as an adviser of "KAPITÁN" (Captain), who is known on other  
 
evidence to be Franklin D. Roosevelt.*  Accordingly, he is David K. 
 
Niles, Administrative Assistant to the President. 
 
     The question arises, why Roosevelt is mentioned by covername and 
 
Niles not.  A survey of the traffic as a whole suggests that a covername 
 
like KAPITÁN serves a different purpose from covernames assigned to  
 
agents. The latter are presumably designed to protect the person of  
 
the agent directly; the KAPITÁN type and names like DERÉVNIA merely 
 
obscure the sense and thereby afford indirect protection to the agents 
 
and sources, or baffle foreign intelligence organs concerning just 
 
what intelligence is being transmitted.

     This message is in a very unsatisfactory shape, but it does show that 
 
almost five months after the previous message there was still talk  
 
of CHETÁ's arrival (PRIYÉZD, hence arrival by conveyance, presumably 
 
from abroad).  OF course, this might be a different arrival, perhaps 
 
even back from Mexico. 
 
     TENOR is not mentioned, but a certain BAS (meaning 'bass') is. 
 
It will be observed that TÉNOR and BAS are closely related in meaning, 
 
and it is not impossible that BAS is a new name for TÉNOR, though on 
 
the other hand, this relation, if significant, may simply mean that 
 
TÉNOR and BAS have similar positions in the ring.  The code group  
 
identified as "BAS" does also occur in a message of 26 May 1944 that 
 
also mentions HENRI (see section 4 below), but it is not certain 
 
that it belongs there (error in decryption?) or, if it does, what it 
 
means there.

Since 
 
the message here being reported on is dated 1 June 1944, it is problematic  
 
whether the same naming is involved in each instance. 
 
     It should be pointed out, however, that there is a covername 
 
HENRI.  GÉNRIH is the form usually given bestowed on Russians when 
 
they are named "Henry"; HÉNRI (and also GÉNRI) are forms representing 
 
a foreign name.  Now, HÉNRI went to Mexico and later returned to New  
 
York (see section 1a).  The range of dates for occurrence of the 
 
covername HÉNRI is from 26 May to 10 August 1944.
