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The Brazil Institute at the Woodrow Wilson Center

The Woodrow Wilson International Center for Scholars established the Brazil Institute at its headquarters in Washington, D.C. to
examine major questions of interest to US-Brazilian relations. The Institute's central mission is to foster dialogue on key issues of
bilateral concern, advance Washington's understanding of contemporary Brazilian developments, and promote detailed analysis of
Brazil's public policy. The funds raised from this dinner are vital to the success of the Brazil Institute, as it seeks to expand
programming and operations to fulfill its mission and the Center's requirements for its Institutes. In addition to funding policy forums,
promoting and disseminating in-depth research, and maintaining the Institute's comprehensive website, the dinner will provide
resources for sponsoring Brazilian scholars-in-residence at the Center.

Established by an Act of the U.S. Congress in 1968, the Woodrow Wilson Center is the United States' preeminent policy forum.
Under the auspices of the Smithsonian Institution, the Center brings together the world's leading scholars, business leaders and
policymakers in a nonpartisan atmosphere of study and discourse. Created as a "living memorial" to U.S. President Woodrow Wilson,
the country's only President to hold a Ph.D., it unites his passion for government and academics. Located in the heart of Washington,
D.C., the Woodrow Wilson Center is host to more than 800 meetings and lectures each year. In addition, the Center maintains an
active campaign of outreach through books, newsletters, the award-winning Wilson Quarterly magazine, and the globally syndicated
dialogue radio and television programs.

Estabelecido por um ato do Congresso americano em 1968, o Woodrow Wilson Center é o forum de politicas mais importante dos
Estados Unidos. Sob a tutela do Smithsonian Institution, o Centro retine os especialistas mais renomados do mundo, lideres
empresariais e tomadores de decisdes em uma atmosfera nio-partidaria de estudo e discussdo. Criado como um "memorial vivo" ao
presidente Woodrow Wilson, o Gnico presidente americano a ter um Ph.D,, ele une a sua paixdo pelo servico publico e pelos estudos
académicos. Localizado no coragio de Washington, D.C., o Woodrow Wilson Center é sede para quase 800 palestras por

ano. O Centro mantém uma campanha ativa de envolvimento comunitario por meio da publicacio de livros, boletins informativos e
da premiada revista Wilson Quarterly, além dos programas de radio e televisio dialogue, distribuidos globalmente.
