José Maria Eymael is running under the PSDC (Christian Social Democrat Party) for the second time. Eymael and his party define themselves as Christians and democrats who share a common concern for the family and for the social justice. His proposes to build a free and just society, and staunchly criticizes “savage capitalism”. 

Eymael was born in Porto Alegre, in the South of Brazil, and entered into politics in 1962, when he joined the Juventude Democrata Cristâ. After that he moved to Sao Paulo and and four years later started running his own company. He has been in the business sector for more than 30 years, in the areas of marketing, communications, and technology of information. He was elected into the Chamber of Deputies in 1986, reelected in 1990, and in 1995 founded the PSDC. In 1998, he obtained 170 thousand votes in the presidential election, 0.25 percent of the total. He is married and has two kids.
