Selected applicants are expected to submit a five-page paper no later than
July 1, 2011 on the sources and methodology of their report and the wider significance
of their work. (In other words, what was researched, how it was researched, and
what it all means.) This paper will serve as the basis for discussion at the seminar.

1. Completed JSTS Application Form;

2. aone page, single-spaced statement of the
work you wish to discuss at JSTS - either a

dissertation, a thesis or another project; and,

3. one letter of recommendation from an academic advisor.

JSTS Statement

The elements requested below should be
incorporated into the statement:

1. adescription of the topic and potential policy relevance;

2. the originality of the proposed study;
3. the basic ideas and hypotheses; and,
