Potential Costs of Zika (macro and micro) 

• Prevention 
• Mosquito Control, Water storage, Vaccine, Diagnostics, FP, ‘Safe’ Sex 

 
• Treatment 

• Adult: large number, low per cap costs, short term 
• Children: smaller numbers, v high per cap costs, long term 

 
• Productivity 

• Adults: short(ish) term; Children: Long term 
 

• Indirect Costs 
• Eg Tourism (Olympics?)
