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Roderic Ai Camp is presently the Philip McKenna Professor of the Pacific Rim at Claremont Mckenna College. He has served as a visiting professor at the Colegio de México and the Foreign Service Institute, and carried out research as a fellow at the Woodrow Wilson Center. He has received a Fulbright Fellowship on three occasions for research on Mexico, and was awarded two major grants from the William and Flora Hewlett Foundation to explore attitudes toward democracy in Mexico and Latin America. He serves as an adjunct fellow of the Mexico Program, Center for Strategic and International Studies, Washington, D.C., and as a member of the Advisory Board for the Wilson Center’s Mexico Institute. Camp is a contributing editor to the Library of Congress, Handbook of Latin American Studies, and to Microsoft Encarta, and a member of the Editorial Board of Mexican Studies. He is a frequent consultant to national and international media, including the New York Times, the Wall Street Journal, National Public Radio, and BBC. The author of numerous articles and twenty books on Mexico, his most recent publications include: Mexico’s Military on the Democratic Stage (Center for Strategic and International Studies Press, 2005) Politics in Mexico, the Democratic Transformation (Oxford University Press, 2003), Mexico’s Mandarins, Crafting a Power Elite for the 21st Century (University of California Press, 2002), Citizen Views of Democracy in Latin America (University of Pittsburgh Press, 2001) Politics in Mexico, the Decline of Authoritarianism (Oxford University Press, 1999), Crossing Swords, Politics and Religion in Mexico (Oxford University Press, 1997), Political Recruitment Across Two Centuries, Mexico (University of Texas Press, 1995), Generals in the Palacio, the Military in Modern Mexico (Oxford University Press, 1992), and Entrepreneurs and Politics in Twentieth Century Mexico (Oxford University Press, 1989).

Alberto Aziz Nassif is a researcher at the Centro de Investigaciones y Estudios Superiores en Antropologia Social (CIESAS) and has been a columnist for the Mexico City daily newspapers La Jornada and El Universal. He received his PhD at the Universidad Iberoamericana and is currently researching Mexico’s political modernization process and its relationship with citizenship and poverty.  He has written a number of books and articles on democracy in Mexico and has taught at a variety of universities including La Sorbonne de Paris, UNESCO, University of California, San Diego and the Ortega and Gasset Institute in Madrid
Yemile Mizrahi has a PhD in political science from the University of California at Berkeley.  Before coming to the United States in 2001, she was a scholar at CIDE in Mexico City.  Her main area of research was analyzing the development and governing challenges of the Partido Accion Nacional (PAN) in Mexico.  She examined the party's evolution from a small and virtually insignificant electoral force to becoming the governing party in Mexico.  The results of this research were published in her book, From Martyrdom to Power, University of Notre Dame Press, 2003. From 1999 to 2000 Mizrahi was a resident fellow at the Woodrow Wilson Center.  Currently she works as a full time consultant for Casals & Associates, Inc, a consulting firm that specializes in anti-corruption policies and programs.  Mizrahi is deputy director of the USAID/ America's Accountability and Anti-corruption Program, a regional initiative that promotes innovative anti-corruption projects in the Latin American region and contributes to the dissemination best practices and lessons learned in the design and implementation of anti-corruption activities. 

Jonathan Fox is a professor in the Department of Latin American and Latino Studies at the University of California, Santa Cruz, where he has taught since 1996. During 2004-2005, he was a Woodrow Wilson Center Fellow. He received his Ph.D. in Political Science from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology in 1986. Among his books are: Indigenous Mexican Migrants in the United States (co-edited with Gaspar Rivera-Salgado, 2004), Demanding Accountability: Civil Society Claims and the World Bank Inspection Panel (co-edited with Dana Clark and Kay Treakle, 2003), Cross-Border Dialogues: US-Mexico Social Movement Networking (co-edited with David Brooks, 2002); and The Challenge of Rural Democratization: Perspectives from Latin America and the Philippines (edited, 1990). His recent articles have been published in Annual Review of Political Science, Latino Studies, Development in Practice, Foro Internacional, Latin American Research Review, Política y Gobierno, and Perfiles Latinoamericanos. 

In 2004, he was awarded the Latin American Studies Association/OXFAM Martin Diskin Memorial Lectureship, in recognition of his contribution to research in the public interest. In 2005, he joined the Consultative Council for the Hewlett Project of Mexico's Federal Institute for Public Access to Information (IFAI). His current projects include research on Mexican migrant civil society and a study of the impact of accountability and transparency reforms on Mexican rural development policies.

Andrew Selee is director of the Woodrow Wilson Center’s Mexico Institute.  Previously he served as senior program associate in the Center’s Latin American Program and professional staff in the U.S. House of Representatives.  He is editor and co-editor of several publications on Mexican politics and U.S.-Mexican relations, including Perceptions and Misconceptions in U.S.-Mexico Relations (2005), Writing Beyond Boundaries: Journalism across the U.S.-Mexico Border (2005), Mexico’s Politics and Society in Transition (2003), and Chiapas: Interpretaciones sobre la negociación y la paz (2003).  He has a Ph.D. in Policy Studies from the University of Maryland and an M.A. in Latin American studies from the University of California, San Diego.  In summer 2004 he was a visiting scholar at El Colegio de México.
