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Deforestation that occurs as a result of activities such as mining accounts for 1/6 of the global carbon emissions, making forest protection a critical strategy for climate change mitigation and adaptation. Over the last two decades, Mama Aleta, has led her community in saving approximately 40,000 acres of forest and preventing thousands of tons of carbon from being released into the atmosphere.

Summit on Women  
and Climate 
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Recognizing that women’s rights and climate change are inextricably linked, Global Greengrants and the International Network of Women’s Funds brought funders and activists from the women’s rights and environmental movements together to gain a deeper understanding of the intersections, and  the needs of  grassroots women on the frontlines of climate change. 

In August 2014, Global Greengrants co-hosted, in collaboration with the International Network of Women’s Funds (INWF), an international Summit on Women and Climate. The Summit took place in Indonesia and brought together nearly 100 representatives from environmental and women’s funds, grassroots women leaders, and other funders. Thirty-seven countries were represented by the participants who shared strategies that grassroots women are using to combat climate change in their communities, addressed challenges such as criminalization and violence against women climate leaders, and strategized ways to engage foundations, corporations, governments, international financial institutions, and others around supporting grassroots women’s climate solutions in the Global South.
